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SECRETARY’S REPORT

It is with great pleasure that | present to all members the 42" Annual Report and Financial
statement.

This season was a time of great change for the Penrith Referees with a large change of the
board with four of the five executive positions being held by new members. This created some
great challenges but also gave the Association a new breath of fresh air.

The outgoing executive members must be thanked for their many seasons of hard work
placing the Association in such a great and stable position.

The board this season sort to continue to build on a strong platform that has been set from the
past season’s with two sponsors signed till the end of the 2009 season we went about the task
of finding a third sponsor to make sure that we have an even more secure financial base to
work from.

About mid way through the season we were happy to announce to members that Viscount Plastics had come on board as a
short sponsor for the 2008 and 2009 season. With this news the board then had to undergo for the second season new gear
issue to all members. We took the opportunity to change some of our off field attire, with new polo shirts, tracksuits and a
business shirt for the first time in a number of season.

With a new coordinator this season changes were afoot for the active members, the first major change we had was the
introduction of a second night of training for our members, this taking part on Wednesday nights. The aim of the second of
training session was to focus on the development of our younger and newer members. This allowed us to increase the
number of members that could attend weekly training from an average of 20 something to over 40 to 50 members each and
every week.

The proof in the success of this second training night could be seen in the number of new members who were able to achieve
grand final appointments in their first season. With more focus on the development and training newer members | believe
that we will see the majority of our new members that we have recruited this season return to refereeing in the 2009 season.

Again this season we saw the return of the mini mega day that coincided with the first new batch of referees coming on board
with the new referees again wearing the yellow vests from the Department of Sport and Recreation. This program that we
launched last season was able to take out a bronze award from the Sports Safety Award. The great success that we have had
with the yellow vest program has now been taken on board by NSW, and they have made it mandatory for all new referees
from season 2009.

The Junior League decided to take a different approach to the top level competitions this season with a 12 teams competitions
put in to place from the under 12 through to A grade in division one. After a full round the competition was split in to two
different competitions tier A (1-6) and tier B (7-12) with each to have their own finals series.

This created an increase in the number of grand finals that our members were competing for come the end of the season.
Many people around the district thought that this was a bad idea, but on the whole | think we saw an increase in the skill level
and performance of teams that had moved up into the first division competition, and in the long run will see the level and
strength of football in the Penrith District. This point is highlighted by a club such as Quakers Hill who this season were able to
make both the A grade and A reserve grand finals in tier B competition.
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With this new competition structure more referees were required to cover the games during the season and again this season
we found ourselves shorts of referees at the start of the season. With the help of Tony Danks, Doug Keen and The Junior
League we were able to recruit around 50 new referees this season. Thanks also go to our coaching officers for all their efforts
this season.

In early June the members were greeted with some great news that for the first time in history one of our locally developed
referees had been appointed to referee a Test Match. Jason Robinson was appointed to a Test in Toulouse between France
and England on 27 June 2008.

This was a great achievement by Jason. The board and members are very pound of him for making his test debut and we are
sure that it is only the start of his international career. Jason’s season at NRL level was also one to remember in that he was
appointed to a NRL quarter final and also was the standby referee for the NRL grand final.

Not long after Jason returned from his test match he helped create a second piece of history this season when he was joined
by Russell Turner and Phillip Haines when they were all appointed to the same match.

The NRL season was a good one for our members again this season with Russell Turner appointed to State of Origin games
two and three he was finally able to officiate in front of his home crowd in game three. Russell along with Jason have been
selected to be a part of the Referees team for the 2008 World Cup. A great job by both members.

This season we also saw Phillip Haines referee his first ever game at NRL level with season 2009 just around the corner we
should hope to see him controlling more games at the top level.

Rickey McFarlane was also elevated to the NRL level this season in the last round of the competition when he was appointed
to run a touch line for Jason at Parramatta. With his appointment Rickey became the 100" NRL official of all time a great
milestone taken by another Penrith Junior.

At the NSW level we had a great deal of success as well with both Dave Ryan and Jay Farlow graded to the NSW squad during
the season. Come the finals we were again well represented with Grant Atkins appointed as the in-goal judge to the Toyota
cup grand final. Melissa Yates and Peter Sciberras were appointed as touch judges to the Jim Beam Cup grand final, Dave Ryan
appointed to the Arrive Alive grand final he was joined by Jay Farlow who was the in-goal judge in the same match.

Our Junior Rep referees also performed well this season with Jay Farlow and James Davidson both appointed to the grand
finals and Daniel Olford appointed as the standby referee for the games.

On the local front all our referees performed exceptionally well and the top grade grand finals were very tight contests with
the appointments board left with some very hard decisions as to who would control the grand finals.

Well Done to Daniel Olford controlling his second A grade Grand Final. John Woods who controlled the tier B A grade Grand
Final and Luke Parker who had the whistle for the Second division Grand Final. Congrats to Ryan Thomas who controlled his
first 15 Division One Grand Final and also to Jesse Kingston with the 12 1’s and Steve Mclean with the 8 1’s Grand Final.

Well done to all other referees on your appointments this season they were well deserved.

Overall | can’t
complain and can say | have enjoyed my role as the Treasurer and on the
Executive for this season.

This seasons Executive and total Board of Management were presented with
new challenges but that coincided with new opportunities. | thought the new
leadership team of the Association was a good mix of experienced and less
experienced members, which makes for healthy decisions and reflects the
majority needs of all members of the Association. | hope to see a similar make
up of Executive and Board of Management next season.

This season the Board of Management made some smart financial decisions, although this was hampered by tax and other debts and
liabilities from previous seasons that this years board were forced to deal with. The 50" year anniversary fund was rolled over for another
term of five months, continuing to earn interest. This period was the best option with the current interest rates. The account was not
topped up this season but | hope the season 2009 Board of Management look to add to this fund once the 5 month term is up.

The Board of Management also set aside $15000 in a short term investment account. This account is in place to cover any nonpayment of,
or loss of sponsorship income. The account ensures members are not forced to pay higher Association levies, more for gear and more for
ladies night which the sponsorship money is used towards. | hope the Board of Management for season 2009 take a very proactive
approach with the sponsors to ensure the viability of the Association. Without sponsors we would survive, however it would be costly to
the members. | think this is one area that we, as an Association can continue to improve in greatly.

Season 2008 was a successful one in terms of profit and loss. The Association had a net profit of $1662.61 This could have been higher
without the unexpected debts that were required to be finalised, but never the less it ensures we finished the season better than we
started. | must point out to members, particularly the newer members; we are a nonprofit organisation. Our aim is not to make a profit but
to simply make more money than we owe in one season so we don’t run at a loss.

Next season, the Treasurer, if that is | or someone else needs to maintain strict control of the expenditure of the Association. Focus and
funds needs to be directed to the direct development of referees, ie; development squad. A Publicity Officer portfolio needs to be created
at the Board of Management Level whose primary role is to maintain control of the web site and promote the Association to the wider
community using more than the Penrith Press. This will recruit members and help in the retention of the members we currently have.

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REFEREES COORDINATORS REPORT

| would like to start off this report by thanking the appointments board (Casey, Brian,
Barry, Matty, Paul, Luke), the guys on the development panel (Phil, Brett, Luke, Brian Z,
Dave) and all the other refs who helped look after some of the junior referees
throughout the season. This thank you also goes out to Col and Brendan Smith for the
Under 6 Gala Day, Brett McDonald with school boy football, Daniel and Lawrence with
the summer squad, John Woods for Wednesday night training, Brian and Barry for their
assistance with Saturday appointments and especially to Brian Waiting who assisted
both Barry and myself with the many phone calls with changes throughout the season.

We went through the trials as usual with too many games and not enough referees due
to summer sport coming to an end and the overlap with winter sports. As reported to
the members and the junior league, we had to ask the junior league to notify the clubs to
take charge of all the Under 6s matches as we only had 68 referees when we began the
season. At this time it was obvious that we needed a massive recruitment program. The
NRAS Providers and the development panel ran four courses throughout the 2008
season. It is hard to imagine the amount of hard work that these men put into our Association, remembering these same men
had to nurture the new referees over the start of the season and also fill their own refereeing commitments. The end result
was that we finished the season with 127 referees. Unfortunately there was a price to pay as our mod referees did not receive
as much on field development as | would have liked. This was somewhat alleviated with the help of John Woods and we
introduced Wednesday night training, which was a great success. Total weekly training numbers swelled from 25-35 per week
to 50-60 per week. Once again | thank all that assisted the coaching staff and myself in running these sessions. | would like to
thank our gear steward Dave Sullivan and his assistant Gai. Every couple of weeks they needed to issue new gear, not knowing
what numbers we would get through the courses (almost became a ritual).

Please remember it will take about three seasons to see the results of these recruitments.

Thanks also has to be given to Don and the junior league on their assistance for the letters sent to players who did not register
to play and to invite them to join the ranks of the referees. This was another initiative that was successful.

Part 2 of the 2008 Plan was to have a look at what could be done to help improve Sunday football. So we got a DVD titled ‘Key
Indicators’ and started coaching and training and started to apply what we got out of this DVD not only to help us but also the
players so they could understand the communication used at junior rep and NRL level. Not only verbally but physically the
players seemed to respond very well to this. This will not only help communication with players but also our talented referees
when they are introduced to the next level.

In the 2008 season we were able to get approximately $3000 worth of new comms gear (better late than never) which we
used primarily in the final series. (Remember this was a lot of hard work from the past and present BOM in gaining
sponsorship to accommodate this comms gear).

Congratulations has to go out to our members who were graded late 2007 and in season 2008. Well done Grant, Dave and Jay,
and to all those who were also highly regarded in the junior rep squad, Daniel, Lawrance, JD which participated in Ball, Matt’s
and in the final series Rep squad appointments. Well Done to all the other junior rep squad members, Rohan, Tim, Luke, Mark
and Trent and to the 5 referees that were invited to train in the mid-season lay off (Josh, Clinton, Rydall, Shane and Adam).
During the 2008 season things went on fairly normal with the main complaint of the referees being the standard of football,
but if you look at NRL the grand final (main game) Manly defeated Melbourne 40-0, maybe the district results weren’t that
bad?
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My main complaint as a coordinator would have to be the changes that had to be made due to late pull outs/unavailability
(We as an Association will need to tighten up in this area for the 2009 season), which put a lot of pressure on others and
thanks to (Kristylee, Ricky, Matty S, Brian, Casey, Luke P, Russell, Dave R, Fred and John-Saturdays) who were given last minute
phone calls to fill in for other referees.

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JUNIOR LEAGUE REPORT

When looking at the ‘big picture’ operation of the junior league and acknowledging that everything will not always turn out
the way we prefer, the 2008 season has been quite successful.

Financially the junior league is sound. Our strategic planning initiatives are well advanced. At the end of the 2007 annual
conference we identified 14 frustrations/negatives in our operation. During the 2008 season we were able to cross off ten of
those 14, leaving 4. At our strategic planning meeting last week we identified the 2008 frustrations/negatives and ended up
with 13. So we now add the 4 outstanding ones to the 13 and we have 17 to work on through the 2009 season and | have no
doubt that we will address at least 80 to 90% of those, so that is a very pleasing outcome. .

The junior league put it’s first strategic plan together in 1995 and have been very active in that regard over the past 13 years
and will continue with that successful strategy. The biggest negative we identified has been related to breaches of good
behavior rules and codes of conduct by two groups. Team trainers on the sideline and spectator/parents watching our games.

We have resolved to meet both groups head on in 2009 and be as autocratic as we have to be to get them to respect our
game and we will be asking all referees to help us strictly police the activity of team trainers. | believe that during the 2008
the junior league clearly demonstrated it’s support to all referees by the strong stance we took at judiciary and conduct
review. This strong stance will continue into 2009 and beyond.

We enjoyed a friendly and positive relationship with your board of management and we are very keen to maintain that co-
operation and coordination into the future.

I thank every member of your Association for your support of junior league and for the contribution you all make towards the
game of rugby league and our district.

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NRAS COORDINATORS REPORT

Season 2008 started as usual with the Association suffering a shortage of referees, this was to
a certain degree offset by the Junior Leagues decision for club officials to control all under 6
matches. With the size of the competition increasing each year, we must as an Association
recruit at least 15 new referees each year just to cover any shortfall.

I am concerned as senior NRAS provider with any practice that is aimed at taking referees
away from fulfilling their refereeing commitments

At the time of this report the input from alternate competitions running within our district
has only slightly concerned our Association. As this competition increases, so will the number
of our referees being asked to participate, this increase could lead to shortages in the
international segment of the competition that could cause newer referees being asked to fill
in from time to time. This could lower the overall standard that at the present is very good. |
believe a decision by the executive must be made on the alternate competitions so that there
can be no doubt in any members mind what is and what is not acceptable.

COURSES:

During 2008 we ran four official Level 1, two combined Level 2 courses and two courses at the invitation of the Penrith Junior
League that did assist “Panthers on the Prowl” and club officials who were used to referee the under 6 competition. We were
successful in recruiting a total of 52 referees plus a further ten from the “Panthers on the Prowl” course. Such numbers would
only be a dream without the valued assistance of the following personnel:

Level 1
e Doug Keen who was always available be it for a Level 1orLevel 2 course,
o my fellow providers, Brian, Luke, Fred, our referees coordinator Chris Heinemeyer, and secretary John Woods, a
sincere thank you.

The level 2 course is open to all Associations and has over the years become very professional with the following presenters
maintaining an excellent level of presentation:

e Barry Ruttle who is the state education and training manager for the NSWRLRA,
e Brett Lynch Junior Representatives referees coach,

e Gary Haines multiple A Grade grand final referee,

e Richard Langtry and Stan Watson who are also providers with other Associations.

I would also like to give a big thank you to Casey Wouters who assisted with the “Panthers on the Prow!”
course.

Training this year had a different flavor with new trainers Ben and Nathan providing a
steady start to the physical work ahead. Despite the repeated requests to slow down in
the early stages of training we were assured that heavier work was ahead and we were
not disappointed. The new approach was refreshing and all members of the squad worked
hard on their fitness over the summer months.

Squad members began trials in December 2007 before attending a camp earlier this year.

At the camp members were divided into colored teams and given the opportunity to bond with their team mates. This
approach allowed for even greater camaraderie amongst members across different Associations.

Another fantastic year for the Penrith District Rugby League Referees Association at the
representative level has drawn to a close.

Pre-Season training commenced in October 2007 and the Junior Rep Squad contained many fresh
faces, including two new trainers. This year saw Penrith once again hold the lime light in Junior
Reps with an astonishing eight members involved in the squad. These members were; Rohan Best,
Mark Bohan, Trent Cini, Luke Parker, Tim Hannon, Daniel Olford, Lawrence McDonell and James
Davidson. One of the stand out performers during the 2008 season was James Davidson, who was
appointed as a touch judge in the Harold Matthew Cup Grand Final. Daniel Olford and Lawrence
McDonell officiated as referees throughout the Junior Reps finals series, with Daniel ultimately
being appointed as the stand-by referee for both Harold Matthews Cup and SG Ball Grand Finals,
Tim Hannon was also appointed as interchange official for both games.

Two members also broke into the New South Wales Rugby League Graded Squad in 2008, with Jay
Farlow and David Ryan joining Grant Atkins, Melissa Yates and Peter Sciberras.

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NRL REPORT

As usual, the off-season and pre-season training was long, arduous and
challenging. The Athletic Performance Manager made sure that the battle was
just as mental as it was physical, and included a weekend “commando
course”. This was a 3-day team-building exercise that included swimming
swollen rivers in the middle of a flood, climbing walls, swinging on ropes and
swimming/drowning whilst carrying combat gear, all the time competing
against other teams.

The remainder of the weekend was spent at Bulli where the group undertook
a range of activities that helped determine our behaviours and themes for the
up-coming season.

This year we were lucky enough to have 4 members of the NRL squad from the Penrith District. This is quite an achievement
because Penrith members now make up over 10% of the on-field officials at the top level.

Jason Robinson and Phillip Haines were contracted full-time members of the squad again. They were joined by Russell Turner
in his role as a part-time sideline official. This season also saw the inclusion of Rickey McFarlane, who joined the squad for the
first time as a multi-skilled official. These multi-skilled members carry out refereeing on a week to week basis in a number of
grades whilst also gaining exposure to NRL matches through training, debriefs and sideline official duties.

Jason had his best season to date. He refereed every week with little controversy and the season end saw him officiate in his
first semi-final fixture. At the end of the season he has refereed 83 NRL games. Mid-way through the season, Jason refereed
his first Test Match, between France and England in Toulouse, France, and his second Test, between New Zealand and Tonga
prior to the Centenary World Cup. Season 2009 should see him extend his finals experience and push for end-of-year
appointments.

Phil was rewarded for his lower grade and training efforts with two first grade debuts. Phil’s first NRL match was as a Sideline
Official in the Cowboys v Tigers match in Round 2 (with Russ as his partnering Sideline Official). His debut as an NRL Referee
came in the Centenary week (Round 10), officiating in the St George vs Melbourne game at ANZ Stadium. His debut went very
well, with some very experienced match officials declaring it to be amongst the best first grade debuts that they had
witnessed. By the season end he had refereed an NRL game and been sideline official in 11 games. In the final series he
refereed Toyota Cup right up until the week before the Grand Final.

Russell started the year as reigning Grand Final sideline official. An off-season training incident saw knee surgery three weeks
before the season commenced, but he managed to be fit for Round 1. The season saw him again appointed to 2 State of
Origin matches, including his first in Sydney. The finals series was not friendly this year, with him not being selected to
proceed through to the second week after a couple of contentious forward pass rulings. By season end he had officiated in
176 NRL matches.

Rickey started the season as one of the strongest and fittest in the squad. After some personal reflection, 2008 saw Rickey
emerge as a more mature and calm personality who began to reap the rewards of the new outlook he had developed over the
year. He refereed consistently in Toyota Cup, and in Round 26 was rewarded with his first NRL appointment, officiating on the
sideline in the Parramatta vs Warriors match (which Robbo refereed). This appointment meant that Rickey is the 100" match
official to be appointed to an NRL game. It is notable that this occurred in the 100" year of Rugby League in Australia.
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The end of season 2008 also saw Australia host the Centenary World Cup competition. This series saw officials from 4
countries officiate in the 18 international matches in this competition. The International Rugby League Board signed off on
the selection of Russell Turner (Sideline Official) and Jason Robinson (Emergency Referee) to represent not only Penrith, but
Australia, as part of this squad.

The season also saw the first implementation of the referee cadet program at the top level. Former players Luke Phillips,
Henry Perenara and Paul Mellor all joined the squad under the guidance of Steve Clark. By season end they had officiated in a
huge number of schoolboy and district games, as well as a few Jim Beam cup fixtures. These members have been an absolute
success in the eyes of the remainder of the squad. Their input into practical drills and discussions are always extremely
educational and the rest of the squad have certainly accelerated their knowledge of the footballers’ mind through their
efforts. The positive talk that they provide to their former playing mates always puts the training efforts and professionalism
of the squad at the top level.

At the end of the year, the NRL produced the independent external review into referees at all levels. This report placed the
NRL match officials at the absolute top in comparison to conditions, structure, management and review procedures in
comparison to all other professional sports officiating in the country, and indeed most of the world. It also begins to address
the problems of recruitment and retention of officials at all levels.

In conclusion, 2008 was quite a successful year for NRL match officials. There were very few headlines that were produced
relating to referees performances. This is due to the training, preparation and hard work undertaken by all members of the

squad.

Item 6 was read out. Comments from the floor:

Don Courts expressed that the letter says we agree with the NRL program so what was the point of sending it
at all.

John Woods explained that BOM had discussed many different drafts of the letter before deciding on final
letter. The BOM decided the diplomatic approach should be taken as we did not want to be seen as “biting the
hand that feeds us”.

Gary Haines expressed his concern at the language used in the letter, i.e. the term “sexed up.” It's his opinion
that the letter has inappropriate terminology and will put the NRL offside.
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John Robinson feels the letter went too far and shouldn’t have been sent. He also informed that Jason sent
email to our Secretary outlining the NRL'’s stance on the issue after our AGM had been conducted. John also
reminded everyone that this is a trial program only and not necessarily a permanent program.

Luke Parker then asked for Jason’s email to be read out to members. John Woods explained that it was a
lengthy email and it simply contained Jason’s opinion only, however, he is happy to forward it to any members
that requested it.

Don Courts mentioned no record of Jason’s letter on the Incoming Correspondence list and asked that emails
are included in correspondence items. John Woods apologized and explained it was an oversight.

In the past when they haven'’t done this there was an extremely poor attendance to the ladies
night.
